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Product Features

BIOFON is an amplitude modulated signal generator (referred to as “Device”)
with a high precision frequency setting. The device is designed to modulate
frequencies within a range of 0.01 to 12500 Hz and output the signal to an
internal antenna. The generated signal is used to amplitude modulate the carrier
frequency. The modulated signal is emitted through a built-in antenna, creating
an electromagnetic field around the device.

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Standard Operating Procedures
To switch the device on, press and hold the button 2 (Figure 1) for 1-2
seconds.

To switch the device off, press and hold the button 2 (Figure 1) for a

minimum of 2 seconds, until the device turns off.

To start running module 1, switch the device on and wait until the RED
indicator illuminate. If your BIOFONE contains required software (frequency

modules 1, 2 & 3), the RED light indicator will start blinking. The indicator
blinks RED at a rate of once per second while module 1 software is
running. When module 1 has finished running, the LED will go off.

To start running module 2, switch the device on and wait until the RED
indicator goes on, then press the on/off button once. The GREEN indicator
will illuminate and start blinking.

Note The
switched off device is ready for software download.

You can stop running the frequency module at any time by pressing and
holding the button 2 (Figure 1) for a minimum of 2 seconds, until the device

turns off. You can then restart the module by switching the device on.
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When BIOFON device switches off, the LED indicator 3 (Figure 1) will
quickly blink 3 times and then goes off.
